L individu, en effet, n’est plus transcendé par le groupe, il n’est plus soutenu par le
mécanisme des traditions et pas plus arraché & sa solitude gu’il ne I"était dans la phase
individualiste ; mais en méme temps il n’a plus vraiment son libre arbitre ni surtout son
originalité. Tl n’est ni un élément d’une totalité organisée ni un centre de décision persomnelle,
mais le reflet indéfiniment répété d"un étre social anonyme.
